ïîñðåäñòâîì íàáîðà ïàðàìåòðîâ. Â äàííîé ðàáîòå ðàññìàòðèâàåòñÿ îäèí èç ðîëåâûõ
ïàðàìåòðîâ ðåïðåçåíòàöèè íàöèè � ¾æåðòâà¿.

Ïîä ðîëåâûìè ïàðàìåòðàìè ìû ïîíèìàåì íàáîð îáùèõ ñåìàíòè÷åñêèõ êàòåãîðèé,
õàðàêòåðèçóþùèõ òó èëè èíóþ íàöèþ â îïðåäåëåííûé èñòîðè÷åñêèé ïðîìåæóòîê è ñëó-
æàùèé îïðåäåëåííûì ìàíèïóëÿòèâíûì öåëÿì. ×àñòî îíè âïèñûâàþòñÿ â åäèíûé ìå-
òàôîðè÷åñêèé ñþæåò, îäèí èç òàêèõ ìåòàôîðè÷åñêèõ ñöåíàðèåâ âîéíû â ñîâðåìåííîé
ëèíãâèñòè÷åñêîé ëèòåðàòóðå ïîëó÷èë íàçâàíèå just war [6]. Â ëèíãâèñòè÷åñêîé ëèòåðà-
òóðå óäåëÿëîñü ìíîãî âíèìàíèÿ ìåòàôîðèçàöèè ñàìîé âîéíû [1, 6]. Îäíàêî, íåñìîòðÿ
íà èçó÷åííîñòü ñòðóêòóðû ýòîãî ìåòàôîðè÷åñêîãî ñöåíàðèÿ, àêòóàëüíûì ÿâëÿåòñÿ èñ-
ñëåäîâàíèå ÿçûêîâûõ ñðåäñòâ ðîëåâîé ïàðàìåòðèçàöèè íàöèè. Öåëüþ äàííîé ðàáîòû
ÿâëÿåòñÿ èçó÷åíèå ñðåäñòâ ïàðàìåòðèçàöèè èðàêñêîé íàöèè êàê æåðòâû.

Îáðàç èðàêöåâ ñîçäàâàëñÿ ïîñðåäñòâîì ñëîâ îäíîé ëåêñèêî-ñåìàíòè÷åñêîé ãðóïïû
`Óãíåòåíèå': oppress, torture, imprison, jail , chamber, prison, persecution. Ïðèâåäåì
íåêîòîðûå ïðèìåðû:

And all the people who make up your country-Kurds, Shia, Turcoman, Sunnis and others-
will be free of the terrible persecution that so many have endured. . . You deserve better than
tyranny and corruption and torture chambers. [3]

Right up until the end, Saddam Hussein continued to torture and oppress the Iraqi
people. . . Saddam would have remained in power � with all that entails: More mass graves,
more children in prison, and more daily depredations of the Iraqi people [7]

Õóñåéíà (íàïðèìåð, ñàéò ¾Tales of Saddam's Brutality¿ íà îôèöèàëüíîé ñòðàíèöå Áåëîãî
Äîìà).

Ì.Í. Âîëîäèíà óêàçûâàåò íà îñîáûé ïðàãìàòè÷åñêèé ýôôåêò ïîâòîðÿþùåãîñÿ êîí-
òåêñòà: ¾ìíîãîêðàòíî ïîâòîðÿþùèéñÿ êîíòåêñò îáðåòàåò ñèñòåìíóþ ñèëó, êîòîðàÿ
êîíäåíñèðóåò íàèáîëåå àêòóàëüíûé òåêñòîâîé ñìûñë, ïðåâðàùàÿ åãî â òåðìèí, âûñòóïà-
þùèé â ðîëè ñèìâîëà¿ [2]. Ñ ïîìîùüþ ñèìâîëîâ, îñíîâàííûõ íà ñëîâàõ ñ êîíêðåòíûì
çíà÷åíèåì, îñóùåñòâëÿåòñÿ èíòåðïðåòàöèÿ äåéñòâèòåëüíîñòè: îñîçíàíèå èðàêñêîé íà-
öèè êàê çàêëþ÷åííîé â òþðüìó. Áëàãîäàðÿ òàêèì ñèìâîëàì êîäèðóåòñÿ èíôîðìàöèÿ,
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êîòîðàÿ êðàéíå âàæíà äëÿ àìåðèêàíñêîãî êóëüòóðíîãî ñîçíàíèÿ: èíôîðìàöèÿ î ñâî-
áîäå. Ñëîâî prison è åãî ñèíîíèìû ñòàíîâÿòñÿ åìêèìè çíàêàìè, ðåïðåçåíòèðóþùèìè
èíôîðìàöèþ î íàðîäå â öåëîì.

Ïîñðåäñòâîì òàêîé ïîäà÷è ìàòåðèàëà ïåðåäàåòñÿ òàêæå è èíôîðìàöèÿ îá îáùíî-
ñòè öåííîñòåé àìåðèêàíöåâ è èðàêöåâ, ÷òî îáåñïå÷èâàåò íåîáõîäèìûé ïðàãìàòè÷åñêèé
ýôôåêò ïðè îáðàùåíèè ê àìåðèêàíñêîé àóäèòîðèè.

Â îáðàçå æåðòâû åñòü åùå îäèí ñåìàíòè÷åñêèé êîìïîíåíò, êîòîðûé íåëüçÿ íå ó÷èòû-
âàòü � ïàññèâíîñòü. Åñëè ïîñëåäîâàòåëüíî àíàëèçèðîâàòü àìåðèêàíñêèé âîåííûé äèñ-
êóðñ òîãî ïåðèîäà, òî ñòàíîâèòñÿ î÷åâèäíûì, ÷òî èðàêñêèé íàðîä êðàéíå ÷àñòî âûñòó-
ïàåò â ðîëè ñåìàíòè÷åñêîãî îáúåêòà, à àãåíñîì ÿâëÿåòñÿ ÑØÀ:

Secretary Donald Rumsfeld (Department of Defense): On the president's order, coalition
forces began the ground war to disarm Iraq and liberate the Iraqi people.[9]

I sent American troops to Iraq to make its people free. . . There are �ve steps in our plan
to help Iraq achieve democracy and freedom. . . America's task in Iraq is not only to defeat
an enemy, it is to give strength to a friend � a free, representative government that serves
its people . . . We will help you (people of Iraq � Å.Ì.) build a peaceful and representative
government [5]

Â ïðèâåäåííûõ ïðèìåðàõ èðàêñêàÿ íàöèÿ âûñòóïàåò íå êàê àêòèâíûé ñîâåðøàòåëü

äåéñòâèÿ (äàæå ïîñëå ñâåðæåíèÿ ðåæèìà Ñàääàìà Õóñåéíà), à êàê ïàññèâíûé îáúåêò,
íàä êîòîðûì ñîâåðøàþòñÿ äåéñòâèÿ: liberate, help, make free, give strehgth, transform.
Ãëàãîëû ñ çíà÷åíèåì àêòèâíîãî äåéñòâèÿ îòíîñÿòñÿ ê àìåðèêàíñêîé íàöèè, à íå íàðîäó
Èðàêà. Àíàëîãè÷íûå êîíòåêñòû âñòðå÷àþòñÿ â àìåðèêàíñêîé ïóáëèöèñòèêå è îôèöè-
àëüíûõ ðå÷àõ ðåãóëÿðíî.

Òàêèì îáðàçîì, åñòü òðè ñåìàíòè÷åñêèõ áëîêà, ðåïðåçåíòèðóþùèõ èðàêñêóþ íàöèþ
êàê æåðòâó: ëèøåíèå ñâîáîäû, îáùèå ñ àìåðèêàíöàìè öåííîñòè, ïàññèâíîñòü. Ê âàæ-
íåéøèì ñðåäñòâàì ÿçûêîâîé ðåïðåçåíòàöèè òàêîãî îáðàçà îòíîñÿòñÿ: ñëîâà-ñèìâîëû,
ïîâòîðÿþùèéñÿ êîíòåêñò, ðàñïðåäåëåíèå ñóáúåêòíî-îáúåêòíûõ îòíîøåíèé.
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
